Palm Sunday

April 17, 2011

Dear Friends,

Every once in a while, a cold front will whip into our region, and the
temperature will drop in several hours by 20 or more degrees. With startling
rapidity, a balmy day becomes cold or a cool day becomes frigid (both often
accompanied by thunder and lightning and wind and hail). Our Palm Sunday
worship service always seems to me to be a lot like that. One moment we are
celebrating Jesus’ triumphant entrance into Jerusalem, acclaimed as king by a
crowd of the pilgrims who, like him, were on their way there to celebrate the
Passover. The next moment we are facing the stark reality of his execution.
Excepting, perhaps, Good Friday, I think it is the most “uncomfortable” service
of the year, especially for those of us who like things kept straightforward and
clear-cut.

Palm Sunday graphically reminds us of three things. First, it reminds us
that Jesus holds lordship in our lives (all that triumphant singing and palm-
waving pointed the crowd’s acknowledgement of him as the rightful king of
Israel), and that therefore we are called to follow him as our Lord. The second
reminder is that we are all failures at faithfully following him. It was not just
the Jewish leadership and Pontius Pilate who were responsible for his
execution; it was also the crowd. And if we had been there, it would very likely
have been us as well. In our own lives, we betray him, as surely as his disciple
Judas did, when we choose our own selfish interests over God’s directions or
over the well-being of others around us. Nonetheless (the third thing), out of
love for us and for his Father in heaven, Jesus walked into and through the
valley of the shadow of death, a cruel and undeserved death, in order to give us
new and abundant life. He is faithful even if we are not.

Once again, I invite you to journey with Jesus as much as you can
during this Holy Week. The schedule of our services is elsewhere in the
Weekly. On Easter, we will have the joy of welcoming new members into our
fellowship through baptism. Jesus’ resurrection is the promise that new and
abundant life is a gift offered to us all.
