MEMORIAL WINDOWS OVER THE MAIN DOORS - PART 1 INTRODUCTION AND DESCRIPTIONS
OF THE ROSE WINDOWS

Introduction

The stain glass memorial windows above the front doors were designed by F. William Baker of New Jersey for
execution and installation by the Pittsburgh Stained Glass Studios. The cost of these windows was only $10,000. The
Parish committee recommending the windows were Ernest Ollerton (Chairman) , Joan Barker, Gay Birkey, and Delma
Jones. (Source: church bulletin 27 Sept. 1970) Sam. Guy Little was Senior Warden. Rev. Bob Muhl was then Rector,
and one of the windows was dedicated to his memory after his sudden untimely death while visiting hospital bound -
parishioners.

Installed by September 14, 1970, the windows were consecrated the following Sunday, September 27, 1970, by the Rt.
Rev. Quentin Huang, formerly Anglican Bishop of Western China and then the head of the Chinese Chapel of
Gibsonia.

The church records do not indicate what symbolism F. William Baker was considering when he designed these
window, but most of the meanings can be determined from a study of the Bible for each window.

The Rose Windows

There are three small rosette windows above the four tall lancet windows. At the center of the three small rosette

wi ndows, and above the other two, i s Moses beingdifsco\
was given in loving memory of Carl Sherman Lamb and his wife Elizabeth O. Lamb by the Women of the Church.

(There is also a stained glass window to the right of the altar, also given in their memory.)

Below to the left is Samuel as a small boy being presented to Eli by his mother Hannah. This window was given in
loving memory of James Marshall McGough and his wife Mary Cooke McGough by their family. Mary Cooke
McGough was the secretary to the church for many years.

To the far right is Moses confronting the burning bush of God. This windows was given in memory of Carolyn St.
Clair Mura by her husband Edward Mura.
