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Broken                         

  

I must have written this weekly article three times until I believe God gave me a 

message to share. Are you ready? I was broken. I guess I better explain.  

  

I studied the scriptures of the Bible and can probably quote passages and text 

but yet there are days that Godôs word does not fill my lifeôs void. Those days 

when it seems nothing falls perfectly into place and confusion rules the 

moment. The spouse is upset, children crying, job layoff possibility, bills, and 

everyone wanting my time. I want to yell sometimes in the middle of a busy 

street that old commercial clich®, ñCal- gone take me Away!ò The feeling of 

being broken I compare to that of a puzzle. Each piece needed to be picked up 

and placed in order to complete the actual picture. I try everyday to find the 

correct pieces to complete the puzzle but lifeôs situations can be distracting. 

When you feel you can not control life; fear and doubt can consume your 

mind.  Not only do I feel broken now, but is God truly there in this storm of 

confusion? 

  

Jesus says, ñI will never leave you orphanedò Now I have to have faith to 

believe Godôs promise. Are you really there Lord? Like Gideon in the Bible; I 

want proof! I donôt expect Him to answer me, yet he did. 

  

ñAllow me to put your puzzle back together, Tony!ò that quiet voice that speaks 

to me at night during prayer.

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The Windows of St. Stephenõs 

MEMORIAL WINDOWS OVER THE MAIN DOORS - PART 3 THE EVANGELISTSô 

WINDOWS  
 

The four tall lancet windows depict the four Evangelists from the New Testament and, below 

them as part of the same lancets, are four prophets from the Old Testament.  

 

The lancet window on the far left portrays St. Matthew. As he is sometime shown, here 

holding a book which represents his Gospel. The plaque below at the left of the doors indicates 

this was given in memory of Grace E. and Martin B. Groat, long time communicants of St. 

Stephen's. (Their children also were active in the church. Dick Groat, formerly of the 

Pittsburgh Pirates, is one of them. His brother was a coach of the St. Stephenôs basketball 

team.) 

 

The next window to the right represents St. Mark, with quill pen in hand and an ink vial 

suspended by a chain from his neck, writing his Gospel. This window was given by James E. 

M. White as a memorial to his parents, J. C. Moresby - White and Dorothy Shoemaker White, 

and his aunt Henrietta Shoemaker. (J. C. Moresby - White was a long time Vestryman and 

supporter of the church, as was his son. The library, the Moresby - White Room, was named in 

his honor.) 

 

Farther to the right is St. Luke, holding his Gospel in his right hand and with a flaming medical  

caduceus (a staff with a serpent entwined about it), as a symbol of his profession. As indicated 

by the plaque to the right of the doors, this window was given by the Parish members in loving 

memory of the Rev. Robert Benjamin Muhl, Rector of St. Stephenôs, stricken with heart failure 

while making the rounds of his hospitalized parishioners. (His widow, Ann Muhl, is a long-

time administrator for Sheldon Calvary Camp.) 

 

The last of the four lancet windows on the far right is St. John, here holding a chalice. One 

tradition tells us that, at the temple of Diana in Ephesus during his ministry, he was tested by 

having to drink from a poisoned chalice. The poisoned drink first was given to two servants to 

test, and both immediately died after drinking it. When they gave the chalice to John, he not 

only drank from the cup and lived but proceded to raise the two dead men back to life as well. 

The plaque also on the right of the doors indicates that this window was given by long-time 

parishioners, Mr. and Mrs. Frank McKibben, in memory of his sister, Mary E. McKibben.
