Dear Saints of St. Stephen’s, 
 

I have to tell you that my time here has been thus far a great experience.  I 

believe God is using me in many ways.  In fact He has been using me in ways I 

would never have imagined.   
 

Over 14 years ago I was ordained a Baptist Minister.  Roughly ten years ago I 

married a couple ( Darlene and Renell Bradley) here at St. Stephen’s.  It was 

then that I met Tony Jackson albeit briefly.  Three years ago I was a Site 

Manager for the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh.  I was earning a 

$53,000 salary.  I had put in 8 years there and was successful.   
 

Had you told me three years ago that I would be here today I would have 

laughed.  But, as God had it, I quit my job March of 2008 and went back to 

school and obtained my undergraduate degree from the University of 

Pittsburgh.  That degree was 24 years in the making.  I then found myself at 

Pittsburgh Theological Seminary applying and getting accepted into their 

Master’s of Divinity Program.   
 

Who would have thought that my life would come full circle to St. Stephen’s 

but it has.  Hare I am doing ministry with Nano and Tony Jackson.  I call 

myself a ―Baptiscopolarian‖ since I began this journey as a Baptist Minister, 

now attending a Presbyterian Seminary and serving in an Episcopal Church.  

Nano and I are talking about the discernment process for ordination as Priest.   
 

Why am I telling you all of this?  Today’s First lesson comes from  

Amos 7:7-17.  I am particularly moved by Amos response to Amaziah: I am no 

prophet, nor a prophet's son; but I am a herdsman, and a dresser of sycamore 

trees, and the LORD took me from following the flock, and the LORD said to 

me, `Go, prophesy to my people Israel.'  
 

What if Amos put God in a box and denied his call?  He told Amaziah that he 

was no prophet but God told him to prophesy so he did.  What if I listen to nay 

―sayers‖ and put God in a box?  I would not be here experiencing the rich 

ministry that is and will take place right here at St. Stephen’s.  What if you 

allow the world to define you and you put God in a box?  God can do 

anything!  That means you can do anything God calls you to do.  My prayer is 

that you allow God to be limitless in your life and watch Him be limitless with 

you!  Think out of the box, that is where God is!
